English Comp — Students with an SAT verbal score below 450 will be enrolled in ENGL 100; 450-699 students

will be enrolled in ENGL 101; 700 and above with at least a “B” average in high school students will be enrolled
in ENGL 102.

English Literature — The ENGL LIT requirement may be satisfied by completing any two of the following literature
courses: ENGL 201, 202, 203, 204 or 205, or with a 300-level Foreign LANG LIT.

Foreign Language — Students are required to pass a 201-level Foreign LANG.

Science Elective — Can be chosen from any 4-hour science courses with a lab.

Social Science — Courses may be selected from CRIM, ECON, GEOG, POLS, HIST, PHIL, PSYC and SOCI.
Religion Elective — Students must take 9 hours of 300-level RELG electives.

Elective — Any course may be used for an elective; however, carefully chosen electives will allow for a minor.
